POWERPOINT 2007 Exercises
Open up this PowerPoint file from my website and complete the following steps beneath.

1.Add a new slide with the Title and Content layout after Slide 2.

2.  On Slide 3, change the title text to Computer
3. On Slide 3 add any computer clipart beneath title text.  
4.  Change the layout of Slide 5 to the Blank layout.
5. Switch to Slide Sorter view, move Slide 3 to the position before Slide 5, and then return to Normal view.
6.  Apply the Flow theme (fourth column, first row) to the presentation.
7.  Insert a table with 3 columns and 4 rows in slide 3.
8.  Enter the text Hardware into the first cell of the table.

9.  Enter the text CPU into the second cell of the first row.

10.  Enter the text Memory into the third cell of the first row.

11.  . Apply a Fade Through Black Fade transition (second transition under Fades and Dissolves) to all of the slides in the presentation.

12.  Apply the Typewriter transition sound to Slide 1 and then test the animation effects on that slide only.
13.  On Slide 2, apply the All at once Fly In animation scheme to the subtitle.
14.  Apply the Concourse font scheme to the presentation.

15.  Add the current date in the format of the 17 July 2009 (third date format listed) to all of the Slide pages of the presentation (make sure the date updates automatically). Add the footer text CGS 3300.
16.  Insert a Block Cycle SmartArt graphic (third column, first row in the Cycle group) onto Slide 1.
17.  Type in each textbox of the SmartArt graphic each of your group members’ first names.  
18.  Insert a Fill-Accent 2, Double Outline WORDART into slide 5 and type your group number.

19.  On Slide 4, adjust the brightness of the cake clipart to +20% and then adjust the contrast of the same picture to +30%.
20.  With Slide 5 displayed, search for a movie from the Clip Organizer using the keyword barking and insert it into the slide.
21.  Save your file as a PowerPoint 97-2003 Presentation and the file name should be your first name lastname ppt.  Ex./ johnsmithppt
